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Reiwa 6th Year Nagahara Gakuen Scholarship Program

for Privately Funded International Students

1.Types of Scholarships
(1)Nagahara Gakuen Scholarship for International Students

Amount: Equivalent to half the tuition fees
Slots: 1 for either university or junior college students

Note: Graduate students are not eligible

(2)Nagahara Gakuen Saga Prefecture International Student Scholarship Subsidy
Amount and slots: Adjusted according to the budget allocated by Saga Prefecture for the fiscal year

(3)Nagahara Gakuen International Exchange Scholarship
Amount: ¥200,000 per year

Slots: 1 each for university and junior college students

(4)Nishikyushu University Alumni Association Scholarship
Amount: ¥100,000 per year
Slots: 1 for university students

Note: Junior college students are not eligible

(5)Saga Prefecture Support Grant for Privately Funded International Students
Amount: ¥200,000 per year
Slots: 2 for university students

Note: Junior college students are not eligible

2. Eligibility
(1)Must be a regular student at a university or junior college.
(2)Must have a GPA of 2.70 or higher in the previous academic year
(calculated using the JASSO method).

(3)Those receiving or seeking to receive scholarships from other domestic or international
organizations are not eligible for the academy's scholarships.

(4)Applicants for Nagahara Gakuen Saga Prefecture International Student Scholarship Subsidy
must, in principle, have a strong intention to work or start a business in Saga Prefecture after

graduation.



3.Termination and Repayment of Scholarships
The academy can terminate the scholarship and require repayment of the full amount if the

scholarship recipient is found to:

(1)Have falsified any information in the application documents.

(2)Receive disciplinary action or be judged as having no prospect of completing their studies
(including leaves of absence or repeating years) at the university (including graduate school) or
junior college.

(3)Lack the suitability as a scholarship student due to academic performance or behavior, or be

judged as ineligible for other reasons.

(4)Be expelled, withdraw, or transfer to another university, etc.

(5)Other reasons deemed by the academy as grounds for scholarship termination.

4.Application Procedure

Submit the following documents to Diversity Center at Saga Campus or the student support

department at Kanzaki Campus.

(1) Application form (original required).
(2) Documents proving the income of all earners in the same household (copies are acceptable, but
must be clear).
*For the previous fiscal year.
*Primarily in English or Japanese; documents in other languages must be accompanied by
translations.
*For unemployed adults in the household, provide documents proving lack of income where
possible.
*If previous fiscal year documents are not available, submit the most recent documents available.
(3)Academic transcript (copies are acceptable, but must be clear).
*For the previous fiscal year.
*Primarily in English or Japanese; documents in other languages must be accompanied by

translations.

5. Selection Method

Applications will be evaluated comprehensively based on the submitted documents. Scholarships will

be allocated starting from the highest-ranked applicants. In case of equal ranking, priority will be

given to students who face financial difficulties.
