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[IMPORTANT] Regarding the reopening of some face-to-face classes after Monday, June 15™.

To all the NU students

Starting from June 1", in principle our school has shifted to the remote classroom by the real-time online interactive
system such as ZOOM.

However since the restriction on the movement was lifted all over Kyushu, we have decided to resume some seminars,
experiments and practices in a face-to-face style from Monday June 15th.

Yet we still have to stay alert and keep an eye on the possible spread of the second wave of the infection so that the
lectures will be continually offered though the online class using the system such as ZOOM.

That means two types of classes, remote and face-to-face, will be mixed after June 15™, so make sure to follow your
timetables timely and take classes without making mistakes.

Your timetables for June 15™ and later will be posted on the student portal site on June 8™. By the way, there are

some classes that will be kept offering by on-demand style, so please stick to your teacher’s instruction.

(Things to remember during your class])
(1) If your place is fully equipped with both of your device and Wi-Fi, we'd recommend you to continue to take your

online lessen including on-demand type class from your home.

(2) If you lack either of above items, you are allowed to use the telecommunication devices inside the campus. After
you come to school, please access to the internet in the places such as the PC room, library, classroom designated on
your regular timetable, and etc. to take classes. For those using the PC room and the classroom, please comply with
the following matters.

* Wash and sanitize your hands thoroughly before entry.

* Wearing the mask for sure.

* Don't close the windows and doors which are kept open for ventilation

* Don't sit right next to each other and avoid the seat with the ban sign.

« If you are using any type of public transportation to school, please takin in account some cautions such as social

distancing and refraining from unessential conversations.

(3) Some seminar, experiments and practice subjects will be conducted face-to-face from June 15™. For  those
who are taking one of those classes, if you have another online interactive lesson before and/or after it, you are also

allowed to use the on campus facilities and devices in the manner that comply with the above(2).

Please note that the number of PCs available inside the campus is limited, so you'd better to bring your mobile device
by yourself if you have one.

4, Our school has been coming up with various ideas dealing with the situation spontaneously.
We guarantee that you won't be negatively affected even though you can't access to the remote class smoothly.



*In the spring semester, we have plan to use extra Saturdays, Sundays and holidays as makeup classes. Also some
intensive lectures and makeup classes will be held during the summer break. In principle, we will inform the relevant

information on the portal site a couple of weeks in advance, so don't fail to check the information.

[ The measures for the infection prevention during the face-to-face class inside the classroom]
(1) Keep the room well-ventilated

+ We will keep the doors and windows open as much as possible and ventilate the room at leave every 30 minutes.

(2) Consideration to create the social distancing
+ Don't sit right next to each other and avoid the seat with the ban sign. Also, please follow your teacher's
instruction.

* The above measure is also applied to non-academic area as well such as the library and cafeteria.

(3) Refrain from the nonessential conversation and talking loudly in the crowded places.

* Both students and faculty members are required to wear masks

(4) The others
* If your attendance is checked through the card reader, each student must hold your student card over the device
by him/herself.

« Each student must take the handout material by him/herself.

If you have fever, cold symptoms or are not in a good condition, please don't be too hard on you to come to school,

but instead contact with the student support division of each campus first.

For infectious prevention, you MUST fully avoid 3Cs(Closed spaces, Crowded places and Close-contact settings) in
your daily life. It's going to be a huge burden, but your cooperation will be highly appreciated in order to overcome
this crisis and ensure your education.

We are looking forward to your hard work on your remote program while taking the necessary prevention by referring
to the information such as the Infectious Prevention Manual for the New Corona Virus(compiled by NU).

Please note that there might be a possible change on how to offer the class depending on the future situation. We
will keep you updated on this matter through our website and student portal site.
