+ Complete the form based on information at the time of application.

+ Nishikyushu University is a four year university and Nishikyushu Univesity Junior College is a
two year college. Please confirm first with your school officials whether the credits you acquire at
Junior College can be transferred to your home institution.

+ For item 12, you are required to choose most of the subjects from the list of your desired department.
NOTE: This is just a pre-survey for reference and the actual subjects you will register can differ
depending on the result of the curriculum consultation with your advisory teacher here during the
orientation.

+ For the essay part, focus on the academic contents related to your desired major. Academic reasons
should be your first and foremost reasons for applying, along with global communication,
networking and cultural understanding. NOTE: Citing reasons such as travel and part-time work

may have an adverse effect on your application.

*LANGUAGE LEVEL AND EVALUATION %

+ Because the majority of the subjects are conducted in Japanese, at least Japanese Language




Proficiency Test , JLPT, N3 levels are highly recommended in order to keep up with the classes.

- If applicants cannot provide objective qualifications, such as a JLPT certificate, to prove Japanese

language proficiency equivalent to N3 level or higher, their language skills will be assessed through

an online interview, which will determine whether they can be accepted.

+ When it comes to academic evaluation, exchange students will be treated by the exact same criteria
as regular Japanese students. We don’t offer them any special consideration just because they are

foreigners. Thus the results are the students’ own responsibility.

*REGARDING STUDENT VISAx
+ According to Japan’s law, under this status, you are required to take classes for at least 10 hours a
week, which is the equivalent to 7 classes a week, if not, your stay will be considered illegal.
- About one month after semester begins, you can start a part-time job legally for up to 28 hours per
week during semesters or 40 hours per week during long breaks if you want, but ONLY IF your
advising teachers here allow you to do so. When you start working part-time you MUST fill in

details of your work place and work hours in a monthly report to the Student Affairs Office.

*HOUSING %

We have two female dormitories available for international students. However the capacity is limited
and as the number of the international students is increasing, students can’t necessarily get to stay
in school-owned housing. Thus for all the male students as well as female students who can’t get into
our dormitories, they have to stay in a private apartment which will be a much higher cost. For
example, if a student lives in our dormitory, the annual rent is around 500,000JPY. But this number
goes up to nearly double for private apartment. So please take these possible expenses in
consideration when applying for our exchange program, because there is no guarantee that you will

be allocated to school-owned housing.
